In addition, relevant ecological datasets 

routinely collected across regional and global scales for mangroves will be explored to 

quantitatively map signals of biodiversity and integrated into graphical user interfaces. For 

details about the project, please write to Punyasloke Bhadury at pbhadury@iiserkol.ac.in  

 

Qualifications: Doctoral Degree (Ph.D.) in Science or Master’s Degree in Engineering or 

Technology from a recognized University/Institute or equivalent or Ph.D. thesis submitted.
