Authorized representatives of the Parties (“Contact Persons”) shall coordinate
the cooperation.

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discussed in an open and transparent manner in good time prior to the beginning of such
cooperation program, agreed upon and incorporated in the respective supplementary
agreement.

3.3. The Parties will endeavor to secure additional sources of financial support such as
subsidies, grants etc. for the purposes of implementation of this Agreement from national
and international organizations and institutions.

The number
of prolongations is not limited.

4.2. Each of the Parties has the right to terminate this Agreement by submitting written
notification about such intention to the other Party no less than three (3) months prior to
the expected date of termination.

4.3. All programs and projects ongoing at the time of termination or expiration of the
Agreement shall be continued until completion, unless the Parties agree otherwise.

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5. Miscellaneous

5.1. The Parties agree to treat any information received from each other under this
Agreement as confidential and not to disclose it to third parties without prior consent of the
disclosing Party.

5.2. Any disclosed information shall remain the intellectual property of the disclosing
Party. Prior to implementation of cooperation programs, in the course of which new
intellectual property may be jointly created, the Parties shall in good time reach a fair
agreement about the rights to such intellectual property. In the absence of such prior
agreement and unless the Parties agree otherwise, such jointly created intellectual property
shall be considered a common property equally shared by the Parties.

5.3. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the prevailing
regional and international laws of Russia and India, to the extent that such laws do not
conflict. In the course of implementation of this Agreement, any event of inconsistency,
controversy, dispute or conflict between the laws of the two nations, the parties shall
mutually consult in good faith to resolve such conflict in an amicable manner that respects
the legal principles of both jurisdictions.

5.4. This Agreement may be amended and supplemented by written agreement of the
Parties as the cooperation develops. The Agreement is executed in four (4) copies in two
(2) language versions — in English and in Russian. Each Party shall receive one copy of the
Agreement in each language version.
